Colbert Station in the heart of the city connects Limerick to the rest of the country, 
with regular scheduled services to get you where you need to be. You can get here by 
taking the 304/304A bus from UL to Sexton Street. There are regular connections to 
Dublin, Tralee, Cork, Galway, Killarney, Rosslare, Donegal, Sligo, Shannon, Derry and 
many other locations.

Programmes linking key 
attractors (including our educational institutions) to the city centre to improve 
cycling and pedestrian infrastructure, continue to be rolled out across Limerick. 
 
Access to and around the University is easy on a bicycle. Cycling facilities outside 
and inside the campus have been constructed as a response to the recent increase 
in the numbers of cyclists travelling to the campus. The University of Limerick is a 
smarter travel campus with the support of Limerick Smarter Travel, the University is 
committed to the promotion of sustainable modes of travel. 
 
To promote cycling, the UL Bike Doctor operates each Tuesday during term from 
10:00 to 15:00 offering free bike mechanic services as part of the Farmer’s Market in 
the UL Student Courtyard. The service is paid for by the University. 
 
Sign up for the TFI Bikes service to get access to a self-service bike rental. Stations 
are conveniently located throughout the city. At just €10 for an annual subscription 
it’s super affordable! 
 
A scenic walk and cycleway weaves its way along the River Shannon from UL into 
the city.
